1,2,3. The Art-in-the-AM crowd (Don S, Peggy, Militza) daubed paint to streamed strains of Beethoven and Mozart, low on the big 
speakers.

4,5,6 Ryan hooked up with Les’s telepresence via FaceTime.  They went over the how to’s of using the electrocoagulation, EC, 
reactor system that Les designed.  James reconfigured his own EC test to use Les’s power circuitry and proceeded to do a series 
of controlled experiments.
