At lunchtime, | opened the space for the Air Conditioner Dude from Continental. He checked a few things and declared the
machine was fine, but the installation was doomed. The A/C in the studio is only 4 years old, but it had been placed into a
rectangular metal sleeve that dates back to the time of the Pharaohs. Whereas the usual installation is meant to go through a
window, or at most through an ordinary 6” wall, the walls at 10Bit are a foot thick. The A/C D/C showed me, forensically, where
the air intake louvers of the machine were 60% blocked by the metal sleeve. Ordinarily, active louvers get dirty with use. Inactive
louvers, blocked louvers, are still white and like new. Yep. 60% blocked. The machine nonetheless worked (limped along) with
only 40% of its inlet area open. Alas, it was the bird’s nest material that, over time, blocked the remainder of the area and caused
the thermal overload to keep tripping. James and Greg and | Ali-Ooped the unit (sans nest material, of course) back into the
sleeve and verified that it once again cools the room, albeit slowly and inefficiently, but, yes, without tripping. The A/C D/C said
that he is going to recommend to the owner that a “ductless unit” be installed on the roof and that just freon tubes be passed
through the castle-like wall.
